Cities are required by TEC to 
provide (2) 12 HR EV days. 
Since some cities were able to 
cancel their election it is the 
choice of the ISD to retain the 
12 HR days or to amend their 
schedule. So, please ensure 
that the correct schedule is 
being viewed and followed. 
NOTE: Sinton ISD is the ONLY 
SATURDAY polling place open.  



Covid-19 Protocols ςStay the Course
Å Q1: Due to COVID-19, can an election official require that voters have their temperature taken prior to entering the polling place?

Å Q2: Can election officials require voters to wear a mask prior to entering the polling location?

Å A: No, you cannot require voters to wear face coverings prior to entering the polling location to vote. However, you may make masks 
available to all voters, as well as post signs encouraging the wearing of masks. If a voter has visible signs or symptoms of COVID-19, you may 
remind the voter that they have the option to vote curbside. In addition, you may post SOS-approved signs at the entrance to thepolling 
location informing voters of this option. Election officials can also consider reasonable social distancing measures for voters who are not 
wearing face coverings in the polling place.

Å Q3: May election officials require an assistant/interpreter use a mask?

Å A: No, just as you cannot require a voter to use a mask in order to vote, you cannot require an assistant/interpreter to use a mask if they do 
not want to use one.

Å Q4: If an election worker cannot identify a voter under a mask, may the election worker require a person to remove it?

Å A: The election judge has discretion to ask the voter to temporarily lower or remove their face mask if the judge is not able todetermine

Å A: The SOS recommends that election officials sanitize equipment after each use, particularly if a voter is showing any signs orsymptoms of 
COVID-19. Please contact your vendor about the specific procedures you should follow to clean and sanitize the equipment being used.

Mail Ballot Voters
iPad declares if request has been made, 
ballot has been sent or returned.

Follow steps on iPad 
and they will vote regular ballot.

1. Voter not in iPad (unregistered, registered incorrectly, annexation)

Provisional voter

1. Explain the provisional process by showing them the Notice to Provisional Voter. Answer any

acceptable ID, then they have 6 calendar days after the election to bring ID to Voter Registrar.

2. Complete combo form with voter information if they are an unregistered voter and obtain their 
signature. IF they feel they should be registered due to DPS, please enquire the time of alleged

3. Give the green provisional envelope to the voter and have them complete ALL information. 
This info will register them for the next election. If you run out of green envelopes, statements 
of residence provide the same information.

4. After the voter has completed the green envelope, issue their provisional code on the 
controller. Two receipts will print. The first receipt is shorter and is the one that the voter will 
take to the Touch to mark the ballot. The second receipt needs their printed name and 
signature. The second receipt  will go inside the green envelope.

5. Complete your portion on the back of green envelope and place into orange provisional bag 
after adding their name to the List of ProvVoters.
